MHO makes application to the Mental Health Tribunal





Does the person require to be made subject to a longer term Compulsory Treatment Order?





Proceed with investigation in line with Vulnerable Adult Procedures





Undertake assessment of need and implement Care Plan in line with NHS & Community Care Act 1990





Further period of detention under Section 44 Mental Health (Care & Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2003 may follow





If granted short term detention certificate allows person to be detained in hospital for up to 28 days

Is the person’s incapacity for welfare or financial decision making a barrier to implementing the Care Plan?





Seek a medical opinion from an approved Medical Practitioner for admission under Section 44 Short Term  Detention

Seek a medical opinion and MHO consent for emergency admission under Section 36 Mental Health (Care & Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2000





Undertake assessment of need and implement Care Plan in line with NHS & Community Care Act 1990 to progress discharge planning

If granted emergency certificate allows person to be detained in hospital for up to 72 hours





Proceed with admission by voluntary arrangement





Does the person’s circumstances warrant an emergency admission to hospital?

Does the person require and agree to admission to hospital for further assessment/treatment for mental disorder?





If granted Warrant under Section 35(1) allows entry to any lockfast premises by Police Constable, MHO and any other specified person





MHO makes application for warrants to Sheriff or JP





Grounds for seeking Warrants 35(1), (4) or (7) as required, met





Undertake assessment of need and implement Care Plan in line with NHS & Community Care Act 1990





Proceed with investigation in line with Vulnerable Adult Procedures





Seek opinion of MHO in respect of obtaining warrant under Section 35(1), (4), (7) Mental Health (Care & Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2003 as required

Accessing the adult?


Getting the adult’s consent to a medical examination.


Accessing the adult’s medical records?





If granted, Removal Order Order allows the person to be removed and detained in a place of safety for up to 7 days





MHO makes application under Section 293 of a Removal Order





Grounds for seeking a removal order met





Undertake assessment of need and implement Care Plan in line with NHS & Community Care Act 1990





Seek opinion of MHO re application for a removal under Section 293 Mental Health (Care & Treatment) (Scotland) Act 2003





Proceed with investigation in line with Vulnerable Adult Procedures

Does the person require to be removed to a place of safety?





If granted Warrant under Section 35(7) allows medical records to be produced and inspected by the Medical Practitoner





If granted Warrant under Section 35(4) allows person to be detained for 3 hours to allow a medical examination to be carried out by the Medical Practitioner

If granted, Compulsory Treatment Order allows treatment to be given compulsory in hospital or in the community for up to 6 months
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
